Specific responsibilities included:  (1) supervision of program, education, and maintenance administrators; (2) staff hiring, evaluation, training, supervision; (3) program management and coordination; (4) budget planning and management; (5) public and community relations; (6) program development; and (7) liaison with regional and State public administrations.

Assistant Executive Director ‑ General responsibilities included: assisting in the administration of the agency; development of policies and programs; facilitating relationships with representatives external to the agency.   Specific responsibilities included: evaluation and assessment, the establishment of diagnostic, evaluation and assessment services for all children at Elmcrest Children's Center; research and development, the overall conceptualization of program development, data collection, program assessment, implementation of innovative programs, as well as refinement of existing programs through research, recommendation and feedback; liaison with representatives from the Board of Social Services, Department of  Education, Division for Youth, both at the State and local levels; staffing  for the Board of Directors.

Director of Boys' Division ‑ General responsibilities included organization of various children and adolescent services for severely and emotionally disturbed and delinquent boys.  Specific responsibilities included supervision of residential services, group homes, agency boarding homes, intake and admissions, diagnostic and evaluative services; supervision of five program administrators; development and management of the budget for these programs.

Associate Professor/Adjunct Professor ‑ General responsibilities included development of counseling programs for college students and instructors for undergraduate and graduate courses in personality development, social psychology, theories of learning, child and adolescent development.
